In accordance with Ordinance 2003-18, Section 5: “Cone of Silence” hereby applies and shall be in effect as of the deadline to submit the proposal, bid, or other response to a competitive solicitation, and is defined as the prohibition on any communication, except for written correspondence, regarding a particular Request for Proposal, Request for Qualification, bid, or any other competitive solicitation between any person or person’s representative seeking an award from such competitive solicitation, and/or any County Commissioner or Commissioner’s staff, or any employee authorized to act on behalf of the Commission to award a particular contract and shall terminate at the time the Board, or a County Department authorized to act on behalf of the Board, awards or approves a contract, rejects all bids or responses, or otherwise takes action which end the solicitation process.

The County is asking consultants to complete a “Disclosure Form” to identify any current client, project, service or business interest or association, direct or indirect, which conflicts or potentially conflicts in any manner with the performance of the services requested by the County.  Potential conflicts of interest include any business or personal interest or association of the consultant firm, sub-consultant(s) firm, and employees thereof, which may influence or appear to influence the judgment or quality of services being provided to the County.  Upon review of the Disclosure Form, it will be determined whether any of the disclosed potential conflicts of interest are of such a magnitude that the County cannot contract with the consultant for the desired services.  If the potential conflicts of interest are not of such a magnitude, the consultant shall receive a letter from the County waiving those particular conflicts, with any conditions necessary to preserve the waiver.  Upon receipt of the waiver letter and compliance with any conditions imposed thereby, the consultant may proceed to contract with the County for the desired services.

Please be advised, that if you do not respond to three (3) consecutive notices to professional services request for proposal’s (RFP), your firm will be removed from our mailing list.
