IMPORTANT DRI PROGRAM INFORMATION 

· The Florida Department of Community Affairs is the ultimate authority in all DRI Program decisions concerning project eligibility, special requirements, and interpretation of regulations.

· A maximum of $6,533,405 DRI4 is available to projects located within the Palm Beach County geographic jurisdiction.

· Basic DRI Eligible Activities Include:

· Housing activities – rehabilitation of damaged housing, and replacement where rehabilitation to bring the unit to building code cannot be accomplished. Local governments may also buyout residential properties located in floodplains and relocate the occupants.  At least 14% of total funding must be expended on affordable rental housing. All housing must meet the LMI National Objective.

· Infrastructure and public facility projects - repairs and improvements to streets, water and sewer systems, and drainage facilities damaged as a direct result of Tropical Storm Fay.

· Business assistance - repairs and improvements to buildings in commercial or business areas damaged as a result of Tropical Storm Fay.

· Palm Beach County anticipates utilizing the maximum allowable 2.5% ($163,335) for grant administration.  Administrative funding will not be available to subgrantees.

· All DRI funded activities must serve one of the three (3) National Objectives of the CDBG Program:  1) to benefit low- and moderate-income persons; 2) to aid in the prevention or elimination of slums or blight; and 3) to meet a community development need of particular urgency.

· All activities must entail the repair or restoration of damages caused by Tropical Storm Fay, but restoration may also include improvements to enhance such facilities beyond their original capacity.

· The County must submit documentation to DCA for every proposed DRI4 activity which evidences that damages were caused by Tropical Storm Fay.

· All proposed activities are subject to approval by DCA in their sole discretion and authority.

· All DRI activities are subject to an Environmental Review per 24 CFR Part 58, prior to DCA releasing the funds for expenditure.

· All housing units assisted with DRI4 funds must have all structural deficiencies corrected to bring the unit into full compliance with State and local building code.
