1989 Palm Beach County Comprehensive Plan.  This public hearing is being 
held on August 27, 2001, at the Jane M. Thompson Memorial Chambers, Sixth 
Floor, 301 North Olive Avenue, West Palm Beach, Florida.  This public hearing 
may be continued to such other time and place as necessary. 

 
The proposed amendments for adoption in Round 01-1 include text 
amendments and site specific amendments to the Future Land Use Atlas.  The 
Local Planning Agency held its public hearings on these amendments on May 
19, 2000, February 2, 9 and 23, 2001 and March 9, 2001.  The Board of County 
Commissioners held its transmittal public hearing on March 26 and April 10, 
2001. 

 
The Board of County Commissioners has also convened to consider 
amendments to the Palm Beach County Unified Land Development Code, and 
the recommendations of the Citizens Task Force and Land Development 
Regulation Commission, pursuant to Chapter 163, Florida Statutes; Chapter 
125, Florida Statutes; the Palm Beach County Comprehensive Plan; the Palm 
Beach County Unified Land Development Code; and other authority vested in 
the Board.

SUMMARY 

2.B.1 
Agricultural  
Issues  
Ordinance 

These amendments to the Unified Land Development Code (ULDC) include BCC directed 
amendments to address issues identified by nursery and equestrian industries, the public 
and staff.  
 
The Board of County Commissioners directed staff to review the property development 
regulations which may be adversely affecting the nursery and equestrian industries. In 
August 2000, Palm Beach County staff met with representatives of the wholesale nursery, 
retail nursery and equestrian industries to discuss the County’s current regulations and 
areas for possible change.  
 
The Citizens Task Force (CTF) reviewed the industry concerns, formed an Agricultural 
Issues Subcommittee which included industry representatives, and directed staff to 
prepare modifications to existing regulations to enhance and preserve agricultural uses in 
the County.  The proposed language was presented to the BCC at their Agricultural 
Issues Workshop on December 19, 2000.  Additional proposed language was presented 
to the BCC on March 22, 2001. 
 
Issues identified by the industries and addressed in this ordinance are: 1) approval 
processes; 2) landscaping and buffering requirements; 3) parking; and, 4) specific use 
limitations.  Specifically, the proposed amendments include: revisions regarding nurseries; 
revisions regarding landscape maintenance and landscape installation services; revisions 
regarding commercial equestrian arenas, groom’s quarters and equestrian stables; and, 
revisions regarding landscaping and buffering requirements for nurseries.  The 
amendments were recommended for approval by the Citizens Task Force and have been 
determined to be consistent with the Comprehensive Plan by the Land Development 
Regulation Commission. 
 
At the May 15th BCC public hearing, the Board directed staff to revise proposed language 
regarding hours of operation for heavy equipment on a nursery.  These changes are 
reflected in the proposed ordinance and were presented at the July 24th BCC public 
hearing.  The BCC also directed staff to further investigate an equivalency formula for 
groom’s quarters and the ratio of groom’s quarters to horses.  Staff investigated 
alternative equivalency formulas and, on July 24th, recommended that the BCC delay 
adoption of an equivalency formula until the Comprehensive Plan amendment for the 
Agricultural Reserve Tier was adopted on August 27th.  On July 24th, the BCC directed 
staff to continue to investigate alternative equivalency formulas and continued the 
adoption public hearing to August 27th.  The proposed ordinance includes an equivalency 
formula for groom’s quarters.  On July 24th, the BCC also directed staff to revise proposed 
language regarding the minimum acreage for a retail nursery and the hours of operation 
for heavy equipment.  These changes as well as changes to the wetland setback/buffer 
requirements are reflected in the proposed ordinance.
