Northeast l/4 of said Section 23, less the East 50 feet thereof; and 

the Southwest l/4 of the Northeast l/4 of said Section 23, less the 

North 70 feet thereof for Canal right-of-way; said lands include Tracts 

25 to 28 inclusive and Tracts 35 to 38 inclusive, of Boynton Gardens, 

according to the plat recorded in Plat Book 6 at page 32.
