el , 2005 between the Town of Jupiter, a municipal corporation located in Palm
Beach County, Florida, hereinafter referred to as “Town” and Palm Beach County, a
political subdivision of the State of Florida, hereinafter referred to as “County”, each entity
constituting a “public agency” as defined in Part , Chapter 163, Florida Statutes (2004).

WHEREAS, Section 163.01, Fiorida Statutes (2004), known as the “Florida
Interlocal Cooperation Act of 1969,” as amended, authorizes and encourages local
governmental units to make the most efficient use of their powers to cooperate on a basis
of mutual advantage to provide services and facilities in a manner that will accord best with
geographic, economic, and other factors influencing the needs of development in local

communities; and

WHEREAS, the “Florida Interlocal Cooperation Act of 1969” permits public agencies
as defined herein to enter into interlocal agreements with each other to jointly exercise any
power, privilege, or authority which such agencies share in common and which each might
exercise separately; and

WHEREAS, Section 18 of Chapter 93-206 of the Laws of Florida created Section
171.046 Florida Statutes, (2004), providing for annexation of certain enclaves by entering
into an interlocal agreement between the municipality and the county having jurisdiction
over such enclave; and

WHEREAS, Section 171.046, Florida Statutes, (2004), limits annexation by
interlocal agreement to enclaves of ten (10) acres or less in size; and

WHEREAS, Section 171.031 (13) (a) and (b), Florida Statutes, as amended by
Chapter 93-206, Laws of Florida, defines enclaves as developed or improved property
bounded on all sides by a single municipality, or bounded by a single municipality and by a
natural or manmade obstacle that allows passage of vehicular traffic to that incorporated
area only through the municipality; and

WHEREAS, the County and the Town have determined that it is appropriate and will-
promote efficient provision of government services for the Town to annex certain enclaves;

and

WHEREAS, it has been determined by the Town and by the County that the parcels
to be annexed via this interlocal Agreement meet the requirements set out in Section
171.031 (a) and (b) and 171.046, Florida Statutes, as such enclaves are developed or are
improved, are ten (10) acres or less in size, and are completely surrounded by the Town or
are surrounded by the Town and a natural or manmade obstacle that allows passage of
vehicular traffic to the enclave only through the Town; and




WHEREAS, the enclaves identified for annexation in this Agreement are in the
Town'’s future annexation area as provided for in the Town'’s study for annexation; and

WHEREAS, the County and the Town agree that the parcels to be annexed via this
Agreement is subject to the Future Land Use Atlas of the Palm Beach County
Comprehensive Plan and County zoning and subdivision regulations until the Town adopts
a comprehensive plan amendment to include the parcels to be annexed in the

comprehensive plan;

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual obligations and undertakings,
the parties do hereby covenant and decree as follows:

Section 1. Purpose
The purpose of the Agreement is to allow annexation by the Town of certain
unincorporated enclaves which are identified in Exhibit “A” and “B” attached hereto and

made a part hereof:

Section 2. Definitions

The following definitions shall apply to this Agreement:

1. The term “enclave” shall be defined as set forth in Section 171.031 (13)(a)
and (b), Florida Statutes, as adopted by the Legislature in Chapter 93-2086,
Section 15, laws of Florida.

“Act” means Part 1 of Chapter 163, Florida Statutes.

“Agreement” means this Interlocal Agreement, including any amendments or
supplements hereto, executed and delivered in accordance with the terms

hereof.

Section 3. Annexation
The unincorporated enclaves identified in Exhibits “A” and “B”, which are attached
hereto and made a part of hereof, are hereby annexed into and are included in the

corporate boundaries of the Town.

Section 4. Annexation of Rights of Way -
Palm Beach County hereby consents to the annexation of the right-of-way segments
identified in Exhibit “C” and “D” into the corporate boundaries of the Town of Jupiter.

Section 5. Transfer of Ownership and Maintenance Responsibility of Rights of Way
Identified in Exhibit C

Approval of this interlocal agreement by both parties constitutes mutual agreement
by the Town and County pursuant to Section 335.0415, Florida Statutes (2004), to the
transfer of the responsibility for operation and maintenance of the right-of-way segments
