Dear Mr. Harrds:

In response to your inquiry of November 1, 2000, concerning impact of Section 235.2157, Florida
Statutes, and new SREF rules on pending designs, constructionof new schools and schools within a school
before July 2, 2003, we advise as follows:

We first observe that lapguage in Section 235.2157, Florida Statutes, relating to smaller schools
means that all “new” schools constructed beginning July 1,2003, cannot exceed the following small school
requirennents: (1) elementary schools—no more than 500 students; (2) middle schools--no more than 700

students; (3) high schools—nomore than 900 students; (4) K-8 schools--no more than 700 students; and (3)
K-12 schools—no more than 900 students.

. However, a districtmay constructa scheol that exceeds these size requirernentsas long as it is clear

, that the school will be operated as 2 “school within a school” and each subunit (smaller unit of the school
" within 2 school) does not exceed the above small school sizes. R

Accordingly; it appears the answer ta your question:s that prior to July ], 2003, there-may be an

impact on the developmentof a district'sfive-yearsurvey and five-year work program for those new schools

planned for after July 1, 2003. If a district plans to construct smaller schools to meet the requirements of

law rather than to continue to construct larger schools but operate them as “schools within schools,” the

survey and five-year work programs should so note.

There will be an impact on the design of schools whose architectural contracts are entered into after
July 1, 2003, not prior to that date. .
